Student Insurance Registration Procedure

Countryside Band 2005-2006


Student insurance is mandatory in order to be able to participate in the Countryside High School Band programs.  Insurance must be in place as soon as possible and evidence needs to be provided to the school in order for your student to continue to participate.

The student insurance registration procedure can be easily done online if you have access to a computer.  First enter the website name:

The steps below will guide you through the enrollment process:
1. Select  “Enroll Now” button (left hand side center).

2. Enter “Pinellas” and select “FL” as state.

3. Click on “Pinellas County Schools” at right center of screen.

4. Enter the number of students you wish to enroll (generally 1) and select submit.

5. Enter the student’s first name, last name, date of birth, and select “High School” and click on “continue” button.

6. Scroll down to section 2  “Choose Options”

· If your student is a Freshman to Junior, select one of the coverage options under the heading (2005) Athletics Regular School Year & Summer
· If your student is a senior, you may select the above or select one of the coverage options under the heading (2005) Athletics Regular School Year as your student will be graduating next May and not be covered from that point forward. 

7. Click “continue” at bottom of page to proceed.

8. If you have previously enrolled via this site and have a user id and password, you may enter it at this time and click “logon.”  Otherwise, you will need to create an account.

· To create an account, you will need to enter your first name, last name, email address, and pick a user id and password.  Make note of your user id and password and then select  “continue.”

9.  You will need to enter your student’s social security number, school (Countryside) and grade information along with your phone number, address (and mailing address, if different).  Select  “continue” to proceed.

10.  Payment may be via credit card or electronic bank draft.

· If paying by credit card, Visa/MC are accepted.

· If paying by electronic bank draft, you’ll be taken to a screen to enter your bank information.

11.  Once you have entered your payment information, click on “Print this page for your records.”

12.  The following is very an IMPORTANT school requirement:
· Print two copies of the receipt and submit one into Mr. Parrulli.

13.  You can verify that K12 Student Insurance has processed your application by returning to the website after two days and logging on to your account.  That page gives details such as the policy number, how to file a claim, and related information.
